During the period of revocation, Respondent shall not serve as a volunteer or be employed, directly 
or indirectly, as an educator, paraprofessional, aide, substitute teacher, or in any other position 
during the period of revocation.  Restoration of Respondent’s license shall be at the discretion of 
the Board, pursuant to Board policy 5.500 – License Restoration Policy.
