Designate a Beneficiary

One of the most important decisions a member can make is to designate a beneficiary(s). Designations for
your TCRS benefit and the 401(k) account are made separately. In the event of a member’s death, survivor
benefits may be available to designated beneficiaries. Situations such as marriage, divorce, remarriage, or
death do not automatically change a designated beneficiary(s).

If the employee was auto enrolled in the plan,
the employee has a 90 day window to opt out of the 401(k) plan and obtain a refund of the 2% employee contribution. New
members will receive notice on how to opt out and or change their contribution amount. Members may also go online
to make any changes to their accounts at RetireReadyTN.gov.
